Competition Rules
The Competition is divided into 3 age groups:

· A group – from 8 to 10 years old

· B group – from 11 to 12 years old

· C group – from 13 to 15 years old

The date for determining age eligibility and distribution to the groups is 3 March 2012.

Repertoire

1) One or more pieces by Western European composers of XX-XXI century.

2) One or more pieces by Russian or former USSR composers of XX-XXI century.

Jazz pieces will not be accepted.

All pieces shall be played from memory.

The repertoire included in the application cannot be changed.

Repertoire time limits

A group – up to 8 minutes.

B group – up to 10 minutes.

C group – up to 12 minutes.

The Jury, the results and the awards

The decisions of the Jury are final and cannot be contested. 
The performances of Competition participants shall be evaluated on a 25-point scale.

The winners of the Competition will receive Prizewinner’s Certificates and memorable gifts. 

All Competition participants will receive Participant’s Certificates. 
All teachers will receive letters of gratitude and memorable gifts.

Travel and accommodation

The participants shall pay for their travel, accommodation and meals. 
The participants from other countries shall take care of their passports and visas.
